Last issue we told you how to watch out and protect
yourself from phishing scams. Now lock how Visa is working
to help stop credit card fraud. Our securily network is
walching your credit card for any out of the norm purchases
and if your card is being used out of your normal area. When
this occurs Visa will call you to confirm the purchase. People
lend to frequent the same stores. Therefore when someone
uses their card at a store that they normally do not frequent
and it is for a large purchase it sends up a red flag to Visa.
Visa will then give you a courtesy call lo verify the purchase.
Another example would be when someone’s card is used in
another country or even a different state: and a secondary
card is also being used in the cardholder's normal area. This
prompts Visa to call the cardholder to confirm purchases. If
you are going out of the country, let us know so we can make
sure that your card does not get blocked, Another way to
avoid having your card blocked is by making sure we have the
correct home phone number for you on file. We also need the
correct phone number on file in order to aclivate your card.
Always remember to check your credit card statements for
any fraudulent purchases. An additional way to keep watch of
your Visa is by signing up for EZCard through our website. On
the bottom of our home page is a picture of a Visa Card: you
can click on the logo and enroll in EZCard. This will allow you
to check recent transactlions, past statements, and see when
your bill is due.
